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The name of the pre-school shall be “Thy (QitXee RE-SCHo0L Glows
hereinafter referred to as “the pre-school” and the pre-school is a body in
membership of the Pre-school Learning Alliance.

Aim

The Aim of the pre-school is to enhance the development and education of
children primarily under statutory school age by encouraging parents to
understand and provide for the needs of their children through community
groups and by:

instigating and adhering to and furthering the aim of the Pre-school

Powers
For the furtherance of this aim the pre-school may
